A special Congregational Meeting was held on Atd@sat which Tim Martin, chair of the Boar|
of Business (BoB), presented a plan for funding st@t-up costs associated with adding the nevo-Ass
ciate Minister for Adult Programs and Pastoral Gareur ministerial team. BoB has estimated thats
associated with the search, moving expenses, gtpdatkage, and initial salary overlap with Sandy
Reimer during a short training period will amoumtapproximately $31,600.
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New office space will also be needed to accomoftateministers in the short term, and a groming
church staff in the longer term. Working in coltabtion with Matt Bell (UCG member and contractot
and Bob Taylor (UCG member and architect), BoBénaduated several alternatives and recommended
the construction of new office space in the breegearea between the library and kitchen. Constmct
and furnishing costs for this new office spaceestimated to be $32,000.

$25,600 from a special pledge campaign. The Cgadien approved this funding plan, and approved
the initiation of construction of the new officeagie after the close of the pledge campaign.
