My pet translations are the New Revised Standangign (NRSV) and, for the Hebrew Bible, (Old Test§
ment) the Jewish Publication Society (JPS) tramsiatThese translations go back to the best aselsbimanu-
scripts and are the standard for scholarly studh@bible. They are fairly easy to read and faithd the original
texts. As its name implies, the New Revised Stath¥arsion is an update on the RSV. It does awaly {thtee
and thou” and attempts to correct some of the iariad in gendered language, using “people” instéachen”
and “brothers and sisters” instead of “brothers®ewlthe sense of the text is universal. The JPSavespecially
beautiful job rendering Hebrew poetry in my opinibat if you buy it you'll have to get a New Testamh some-
where too.

Getting a “study bible” version of one of the abdxanslations will provide you with lots of notaisout the
historical context, translation difficulties, anss references for many verses. Or you can pudies Green
Bible, a NRSV made from recycled paper and soy ink,hiciwverses concerning God’s care for creation appé
in green letters. Sure it may be a cynical markgpiloy, and it is probably greener just to buy aduBible, or stes
one from a hotel room, or never read at all, bigt hone good-looking Bible. On the other endh&f political
spectrum, you'll find the New International Versjar NIV. The folks behind the NIV used the samenaszripts
as the RSV but upheld certain traditional orthodexn their translation with which the RSV and NR&W away.
In addition to these and many other translatiorestranslations and interpretations written in¢batemporary
English vernacular including the Good News Biblen@mporary English Version, and The Message. Thiese
bles have the advantage of being easy to readradwtstand and can provide a new perspective onkmeivn
passages. The downside to these editions is thag meerpretive choices have been made to allovafemoothe
read, and some of the richness and complexity ¢an€lision) of closer translations is lost.

I’'m sure many of you are asking, “But what aboytleloved King James Version?” No? Well, the KJW|jfo
Authorized Version, is certainly a classic worlitdrature and a beautiful historical translatibespite those whij
say of the KJV, “It was good enough for Jesus,idadjood enough for me,” one downside of the Kiagnes is
that it is actually based on later manuscripts Wiaie further from the original texts. It is alsteirnally inconsis-
tent in the way it translates certain passages thentGreek, and its Hebrew is a hot mess.

Whatever translation you choose, make a pointdd veith others. That way you'll get to experienice passages
through their bibles and their eyes.
