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Mark is the oldest of the four gospels. It washably written some time shortly after the yeqr
70 of the Common Era. It is based on a body okctdld sayings and traditions of Jesus which we know
simply as Q. Matthew and Luke use Mark and Q ad#sis for their gospels. John is something differ
altogether.

“Sundays with Mark” is our theme for worship during Lent, which begwith Ash Wednesday on
March 9. All the gospels are interpretations oudekfe written from the perspectives of differesdmmu-
nities of believers in Jesus (no one had invertiteddrm Christian yet). Mark is a no frills gosghlk short-
est of all of them.

Bible scholar Marcus Borg suggests that we sitrdand read Mark straight through, if not in one i
ting (it would take about two hours), then at least few continuous readings. We are fond of qupthe
bible, especially the gospels, without ever acyuladlving read any of their stories straight thraugjts hard
to think of another piece of literature from whiele so readily extract isolated texts without eweading the
whole story. Shakespeare may be a close secondiebdib read or watch some of Shakespeare’s plays|in
their entirety.

We, unfortunately, have a sense of the life stidahat is a jumble of all the gospels put togethe
do it as ministers. We combine the different gospeties at Christmas and Easter, even thoughngtesi
gospel contains all the details we consider tdedite of Jesus. Films about Jesus are notoriayslyy of
this. This isn’t really fair to any of the gospetsiique stories. The Jesus of Mark is differentftbhe Jesus
of Matthew, Luke, or John. And even Mark writesrfdecades after the life of the historical Jesus.

It's
quite short, just over 100 pages. It's clearly tgntand intellectually credible. There are two esph the
church library, and it is readily available onlinethink you’ll be surprised, intrigued, and insgd by what
you learn about Jesus through Mark.

He maate th
journey. But Mark expands that journey with metapheaking it our journey as well. It's about dideip
ship, tough decisions, death, and resurrectionapteir always has more than one meaning.

result that they despise all worldly goods alilegarding them merely as common property.

When the church is despised because its membansafoolish devotion to one another and disrg
gard for death, because they understand one aragh®pther and sister even across social and sgono
lines, because they refuse to worship the idoth®tulture, and because they treat all their thasycom-
mon property, | think something is going right.

While our own culture has learned to pay lip see\p the values of simplicity, self-sacrifice, and
love, they are still truly counter cultural. Lucienechoed today by voices like that of Christopghiechens,
who has said, “Love your enemy?!...No philosophsn@e suicidal than this. We must destroy our eré
Voices like these remind me of what kind of comntyihbelieve God calls the church to be, one whéch
unafraid to be mocked in its witness to love. Aufetlike that would be bright.

CMRB - Survey Says:

This is the next in our series in which the Coggten Ministry Review Board (CMRB) shares
some of the findings from the all-church surveyt tn@mbers completed in October to assist in theldev
opment of the next three year plan for UCG. Respsrto the full survey can be found on the UCG web-
site. On the home page scroll down and click arklto our recent Self Assessment.

An important purpose of the survey is to deterniumeo we are”. Many of the questions in the
survey are designed to determine “who we are”rims$eof our attitudes about what is important to us.
However, like most surveys, there are also a nurabguestions designed to answer “who we are” in
terms of demographics. This article highlights sarhthe interesting demographic information albmut
congregation revealed by the survey.

Approximately 425 members (out of 710 total mermspegplied to the survey. 66% of respon-
dents were female, 34% male, and 74% of respondeptsted being married or in a committed relation-
ship. These are the only two questions that cdwdla&lated” against our membership database, which
indicates that our membership is 61% female and B6&committed relationship. The close correspon-
dence among these numbers suggests the surveyezhpttepresentative cross section of our member-
ship.

85% of survey respondents report their sexuahtateon as heterosexual, with the remainder re-
porting themselves to be lesbian (6.4%), gay (3,&sexual (4.2%), or “other / none of your busi-
ness” (0.9%.)

Survey respondents were overwhelmingly white (95#4th small numbers of members identify-
ing their race as Latino or Hispanic (3.1%), Asfar6%), Black/African American (0.5%) or Other
(0.9%.)

More than half of respondents (53%) have liveGainesville for more than 20 years. About one-
third of respondents have been members for 5 oerfg@ars, one third for 6-15 years, and a third for
more than 15 years.

Many UCG members are involved in education (21%igher ed, 9% in K-12), business/industry
(15%), and medicine (13%). 21% of our membershigiired.

39% of respondents have annual incomes of $9®@0atbre, 35% earn from $50,000-$90,000,
and 25% earn less than $50,000.

While these demographic data do not completelindéfvho we are”, they do provide useful in-
formation about the nature of our membership.
